9. The Secretary expressed his gratitude and heartfelt thanks to the members for 

their kind support in implementing the decisions taken in last AGM. He then apprised 

the House about the progress and implementation of the decisions taken in the last 

AGM. 
 

 

 

Projects /Items those need Approval of the General Body. 
 

a. Presently 110 Security personnel, 26 cleaners and 7 gardeners have been living in 

our security barrack in a very congested and unhygienic conditions. Cleaners and 

gardeners are required to be accommodated at separate location. EC has approved about 

4 lacs taka to upgrade and renovate the abandoned garbage shed located near Anannya 

Shopping Complex. The EC required the approval of the project by the General Body. 
 

Decision: General body approved Tk. 4 lac for construction of the shed. 
 

Progress: The project could not be implemented because of many problems. 

However, CEO has been apprised, Station Commander personally visited the location. 

Project still remained pending. 
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b. There is shortage of 4 Victorian benches in the Lake/Park area which need to be 

installed on the south west side of the lake. We may have to spend about Tk. 1,20,000/- 

for the benches and additional Tk. 20,000/- for constructing the bases. Approval of the 

general body was requested. 
 

Decision: General body approved the financial requirement. 
 

Progress: Works had been completed. 

 
 

c. Subject to availability of a suitable space, one wash room is required to be 

constructed in between the Convention Centre and Joarshahara gate to be used by the 

Rickshaw pullers and pedestrians. Financial involvement may be more or less Tk. 

3,00,000/-.

f. House/Flat owners have been paying subscription at the rate of Taka 100/-per 

month for the purpose of health, hygiene, sports and garbage disposal. We now propose 

to introduce the same subscription for the tenants as well who occupy flats for 

residential purposes.

Progress: The decision has since been implemented.

We have taken 

steps to ensure trouble free exit of our residents through Anannya gate particularly 

those who are not having full time transport. Railings have been installed in the middle 

of the Central Road. Residents are benefited. But due to movement of VIPs or any other 

movement though the Airport Road the backlash affects through Airport roads or its 

adjoining areas, DOHS also has to face more traffic congestion. But still there are room 

for improvement, for us to ponder.    
 

16. Medical Centre activities:

b. Presentation on Convention Cente :    Gp Capt S M A Khalid, ndu, psc (Retd), 

Convener, Convention Centre Management Sub-committee gave a brief on various 

aspects of our Convention centre. He mentioned that following the standard 

procedures, contracts with 4 catering agencies have been made instead of previously 

run single caterer. Besides, for lighting, crokery and furnishing DOHS share 

percentage would be higher than before. Thus the service and rate of catering for 

various programs would be better and more competitive.  

 

c. Presentation on IT & Communication : 
 

 

Mobile Signal : Lt Col Md Shafiul Islam (Retd), Convener, IT & Communication 

Sub-committee made a brief presentation on the subject. Regarding poor net work in 

some areas of DOHS, he said that there 13 mobile zones of which 9 zones receive 

good mobile network. The 4 Dead zones (having no mobile towers) don’t receive 

proper signal. And this is probably due to a wrong concept of few residents that the 

mobile towers have greater radiation effect on human body. However, the House 

requested Lt Col Shafi to motivate the residents of those zones, so that all can 

receive good signal.  

 

CC Camera :He further told that to bring the whole DOHS area under surveillance, 

the Main road and the other roads (only entry & exit) need new more 96 CC camera. 

Wing Cdr M A Aziz Khan (Retd) former Duduk lawyer, House # 495, Road # 09 

told the House that cost effectiveness of such project need to be ascertained first 

before buying the cameras. 

 

d. Lalitkola Academy and Sports complex :Col S M Faisal (Retd), Vice 

President, EC briefed the House about the requirement of improving the Lalitkola 

Academy and Sports complex. He told that approximately tk 4,00,000/- is required 

to buy some new Gym items and for paying the honorium of teachers/artists at an 

increased rate. The timing of Lalitkola Academy can be increased to evening by 

paying the increased honorium.
